2 Corinthians 2:14-17

Soothing aroma – ‘to smell with pleasure’


Genesis 8:21 – “And the Lord smelled the soothing aroma…”

Exodus 29:18 – “…a burnt offering to the Lord: it is a soothing aroma…”
Ephesians 5:2 – “…and gave Himself up for us, an offering and a sacrifice to God as a fragrant aroma.”
qriambeuvonti – triumph in Christ (2:14) – to render conspicuous 


The triumphal procession included incense and fresh flowers

1. To the captives, it was the odor of death…at the end of the parade they died

2. To the victors, it was an odor of the good life

Similar to our ‘ticker-tape parade’

The tradition of the Ticker Tape Parade dates back to at least 1886 when the City held one on October 29th as part of the dedication of the Statue of Liberty. The City has held at least 166 Ticker Tape Parades to honor heroes like aviator Charles Lindbergh in 1927, aviator Amelia Earhardt in 1932, Winston Churchill in 1946, General Douglas MacArthur in 1951, Charles de Gaulle in 1960, tennis great Althea Gibson in 1957, the Apollo 8 astronauts Armstrong, Aldrin and Collins in 1969, Pope John Paul II in 1979, Vietnam Veterans in 1985, Nelson Mandela in 1990, and several U.S. Presidents, Kings, Queens, foreign leaders, U.S. Olympic champions, New York City sports teams and returning veterans from several wars.
gnw~sis – knowledge of Christ – the aroma is spread by gospel preachers
o[zw  -  ojsmh;n – odor; smell; fragrant odor
eujwdiva – a sweet smell; grateful odor; fragrance
“For the word of the cross is to those who are perishing foolishness, but to us who are being saved it is the power of God” (1 Corinthians 1:18).
Your choice…an odor…

1. From death to death (NIV- the stench of death)

2. From life to life (NIV – the fragrance of life)

“He who has believed and has been baptized shall be saved; but he who has disbelieved shall be condemned” (Mark 16:16).
ajpollumevnois – dative, masculine, plural, present, passive, participle – ‘those perishing’ – they could be reached by the preaching of the gospel
sw/zomevnois - dative, masculine, plural, present, passive, participle – ‘those being saved’ – they could turn from Christ and perish
kaphleuvontes – hawking; peddling; corrupting


markets cheap goods; quibbles about price; known to cheat; personal gain

eijlikrineivas – sincerity; clearness; purity; integrity – the genuine Word calls for repentance, faith, and obedience – ‘commissioned by God’ (RSV)
